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Coronavirus toll rises to 1.113; cases over 44K

Over 4.51 lakh close contacts had been traced with over 1.85 lakh others still under medical observation: Health Commiission

BEIJING: The death toll in
China's novel coronavirus
outbreak has gone up to 1,113
with 97 new fatalities reported
mostly in the worst-affected
Hubei province while the
confirmed cases of infection
jumped to 44,653, health offi-
cials said on Wednesday.

The country's National
Health Commission said
it received reports of 2,015
new confirmed cases and 97
deaths from 31 provincial-level
regions on Tuesday.

The virus was officially
named "COVID-19" by the
World Health Organization
(WHO) at a conference in
Geneva.

Among the deaths, 94 were
from the virus-hit Hubei Prov-
ince and one in Henan, Hunan
and Chongging respectively,
the Commission said.

Another 3,342 new sus-
pected cases were reported
Tuesday, said the commission.

Also on Tuesday, 871
patients were seriously taken
ill, while 744 people discharged
from hospital after recovery.

The overall confirmed cases
on the Chinese mainland has
reached 44,653 by the end of
Tuesday and 1,113 people has
died of the disease.

The commission added
that 8,204 patients remained
in severe condition and 16,067
people were suspected of being
infected with the virus.

A total of 4,740 people had
been discharged from hospital

Japan mother, son nabbed
for 3,250 hotel cancellations’

TOKYO: Japanese police have
arrested a mother-and-son
duo for allegedly making more
than 3,200 no-show hotel can-
cellations, costing the hotels
USD 1 million while col-
lecting reward points worth
USD 22,000, reports said
Wednesday.

Police in the western
region of Kyoto confirmed
to AFP on Wednesday they
had taken into custody a
51-year-old mother and her
31-year-old son in connec-
tion with making fake res-
ervations in November at
three hotels, causing damage

worth about 95,000 yen (USD
864).

But the charge might be the
tip of the iceberg, with local
media reporting the duo made
3,250 no-show hotel cancel-
lations across Japan over
a year via an online book-
ing service, causing dam-
age totalling 115 million yen
(USD 1.04 million) to those
hotels.

Through the transactions,
they collected digital loyalty
points worth 2.5 million yen,
according to national broad-
caster NHK and other major
media.

BEIJING: Integrated Systems
Europe is the biggest audio-
video trade show in the world,
and this year’s iteration, hap-
pening right now in Amster-
dam, was going pretty well for
Norm Carson. He’s president
of a specialty AV gear com-
pany in Tempe, Arizona—
it makes a nice HDMI cable
with lots of adaptor jacks at
one end—and the conference
seemed fine, if perhaps more
sparsely attended than usual.
And then, around midday
Tuesday, Carson’s phone lit
up. Call after call was stream-
ing into his company’s head-
quarters. Because Carson’s
company is called Covid,
and as of Tuesday, so is the
disease caused by that new
coronavirus.

Per the World Health
Organization, the unwieldy,
serial-number-like moni-
ker 2019-nCoV is no more.
The disease that has infected
more than 40,000 people
around the world and killed
more than 1,000 is now offi-
cially called Covid-19—Coro-
naVirus Disease, 2019. And

per the Coronavirus Study
Group of the International
Committee on Taxonomy of
Viruses (in a preprint, so not
peer reviewed, but likely to
be cleared), the microbe itself
is now called Severe Acute
Respiratory Syndrome Coro-
navirus 2, or SARS-CoV-2.

Not much better? Sure, the
new designations don’t have
the pith of a “SARS” or a “bird
flu” They're certainly not great
for Carson and Covid.

“We make high-end wall
plates and cables for the com-
mercial market, and we've
worked really hard to build
our brand and build good
products,” Carson says.

“So any time you're asso-
ciated with a worldwide pan-
demic, I thinkit’s something to
be concerned about” Indeed;
just ask the marketers at AB
InBev, makers of Corona beer.
But disease nomenclature
doesn’t exist to make things
easier on headline writers and
Wikipedia editors. The nam-
ing of viruses is, to paraphrase
the poet T. S. Eliot, a serious
matter. How people describe

a disease and the people who
have it can create or perpetu-
ate dangerous stigmas.

Before the taxonomists got
ahold of it, AIDS was unof-
ficially called Gay-Related
Immune Deficiency, or
GRID—which managed to
feed homophobic fears and
demagoguery while mini-
mizing that intravenous drug
users and people who sought
blood transfusions were also
vulnerable to the disease.

And the fight to discover
and name both the virus
(which eventually became
Human Immunodeficiency
Virus, or HIV) and the dis-
ease (Acquired Immuno-
deficiency Syndrome) tore
apart the international virol-
ogy community for decades.
Naming hasn’t gotten much
easier.

In 2015, after a few decades
of what came to seem in hind-
sight like culturally insensi-
tive missteps, the World
Health Organization issued
a policy statement on how
to name emerging infectious
diseases. AGENCIES

Jihadist attacks kill five
Nigerian securlty personnel

KANO (Nigeria): Jihadists
aligned with the Islamic State
group have killed five security
personnel, including two sol-
diers, in three separate attacks
in northeast Nigeria's Borno
state, sources said Wednesday.

In the first attack on Mon-
day, fighters from the Islamic
State West Africa (ISWAP)
jihadist group aboard trucks
attacked a military post in Tun-
gushe village near the state cap-
ital Maiduguri, killing a soldier
and injuring another, a military
officer said.

"The terrorists attacked
around 6:00 pm (1700 GMT),
leading to a gun battle in which
a soldier was killed and another
one was injured,” said the offi-
cer, who asked not to be iden-
tified. He said two insurgents
were killed in the incident
while a gun truck was recov-
ered along with weapons.

The militants withdrew and
attacked troops in nearby Gaji-
ganna, where they killed a sec-
ond soldier and seized a gun
truck, according to anti-jihad-
ist militiaman Ibrahim Liman.

Tungushe, which lies 22
kilometres (13 miles) from
Maiduguri, has been repeatedly
targeted by ISWAP and fight-
ers from the rival Boko Haram

faction, attacking troops and
raiding the village for food and
livestock.

Around the same time on
Monday, insurgents on motor-
cycles and in four trucks fitted
with machine guns stormed
into the town of Rann near the
border with Cameroon, attack-
ing troops and militia posi-
tions. "We lost three of our
colleagues in the Rann inci-
dent," Liman said. "Our con-
solation is that several terrorists
were killed in the fight, includ-
ing their commander, and one
of their trucks was recovered,"
he said. Rann is some 175 kilo-
metres northeast of Maiduguri,
where some 35,000 people dis-
placed by the jihadist violence
are sheltering.

The town has also come
under repeated attack by
ISWAP and Boko Haram
militants.

On Tuesday, ISWAP issued
a statement claiming responsi-
bility for three attacks, includ-
ing the ones in Tungushe and
Rann, resulting in the "kill-
ing and wounding" of several
troops and the burning of 20
public buildings.

The militants have recently
stepped up deadly assaults in
the restive northeast.

On Sunday, jihadists killed
at least 30 people in an over-
night raid on Auno village
along the highway leading to
Maiduguri where travellers
had stopped to comply with a
nighttime curfew. AGENCIES

YOKOHAMA: Another 39
people aboard the Diamond
Princess cruise ship in Japan
have tested positive for the new
coronavirus, authorities said
Wednesday, as thousands more
steel themselves for a second
week in quarantine.

With 174 confirmed cases,
the ship that arrived with
over 3,700 passengers and
crew has become the larg-
est single cluster of the newly
named COVID-19 virus
outside its origin in China,
where it has killed more than
1,100.

Passengers and crew
are now halfway through a
14-day quarantine that is due
to end on February 19 and
have been mostly confined
to their quarters, aside from
being allowed brief periods
on deck while wearing face
masks.

“You sit out on the bal-
cony and you hear people
coughing all the way along,”
British passenger Sally Abel
said in a video streamed on
Facebook. “It is nothing like a
holiday, but it is complete relax-
ation,” she added. AGENCIES

E Guinea blasts France after son
sentenced for embezzlement

MALABO (Equatorial
Guinea): Equatorial Guinea
lashed the French judiciary for
"meddling" in its affairs after a
Paris court handed the son of
its president a three-year sus-
pended term and USD 32.9
million fine for embezzlement.

Teodorin Obiang, the son
of President Teodoro Obiang
Nguema, had been found guilty
in 2017 of looting his country's
coffers to fund a jet-set lifestyle
in Europe.

On Monday, an appeals
court in Paris upheld a sus-
pended jail term, confirmed a
30-million-euro fine that had
previously been suspended and
confiscated his assets.

In a statement issued late
Tuesday, Equatorial Guinea's
government accused the court
of "unacceptable meddling"
in its domestic affairs, and
pointed the finger at "several
NGOs", which it did not name,
for stirring up the matter.

These groups, it said, "have
been making false accusations
for years about corruption and
money laundering, driven by
the sole desire to destabilise our
country."

The investigation in France
was launched after Transpar-

ency International and Sherpa,
an NGO that campaigns
against economic crimes, filed
a complaint.

Teodorin Obiang, 51, was
appointed vice president by
his father in 2016, the latest
in a series of apparent steps to
groom him for succession.

Obiang senior, 77, last year
marked his 40th year in power,
which he seized from his uncle
in a coup. The authoritarian
leader has seen off at least half
a dozen assassination or coup
attempts to become Africa's
longest-serving leader.

French prosecutors esti-
mate that the younger Obiang
laundered 150 million euros

Iranian minister
apologises over
mock spacesuit post

TEHRAN: Iran's information
minister apologised Wednes-
day for posting a photo on
Twitter of what appeared to
be a Halloween-type costume
representing a spacesuit, in an
effort to promote the idea of a
manned space program for his
country.

The official IRNA news
agency quoted Mohammad
Javad Azari Jahromi, Iran's
information and communica-
tions technology minister, as
saying his department's adver-
tising team undeniably made a
mistake in choosing the image"
and expressed his apologies to
the people and space scientists"
of Iran.

The photo, posted on Jah-
romi's Twitter account and
depicting what looks like cos-
tume of a spacesuit with an Ira-
nian flag sowed on the front,
caused a stir on social media,
with many Iranians turning
to sarcasm and commenting
about the fake spacesuit. After
his apology, Jahromi removed
the photo from his account.

The timing of the minister's
faux pas was also unfortunate.
An Iranian rocket failed to put
a satellite into orbit on Sunday,
the latest setback for a program
the U.S. claims helps Tehran
advance its ballistic missile

program.

The attempted launch fol-
lowed two failed launches
last year, of the Payam and
Doosti satellites, as well as a
launchpad rocket explosion
in August. Also, a fire at the
Imam Khomeini Space Center
in February 2019 killed three
researchers, authorities said at
the time.

Jahromi acknowledged the
unsuccessful launch in a tweet
shortly after the news broke on
state TV, comparing it to a few
samples of US launch failures"
and insisting that Iran's space
program was unstoppable.

The failed launch had been
planned amid celebrations
ahead of this week's anniver-
sary of Iran's 1979 Islamic Rev-
olution. Iran routinely unveils
technological achievements
for its armed forces, its space
program and its nuclear efforts
during this time. AGENCIES

DALLAS: Five men have been
arrested and charged with try-
ing to trade in Iranian oil in
violation of US trade sanctions.

In a statement issued Tues-
day, the US Attorney's Office
in Philadelphia, Zhenyu Wang,
Robert Thwaites and Nicho-
las James Fuchs, all of Dallas;
Daniel Ray Lane of McKinney,
Texas; and Nicholas Hovan of
New York City are charged with
conspiracy and violating US
economic sanctions on Iran.

The criminal complaint
alleges that since last July, the
five had tried to buy oil ille-
gally from Iran to sell to a refin-
ery in China. The complaint
alleges that they planned to
make two shipments of oil per
month with an expected profit
of USD 28 million per month.

US Attorney William
McSwain said in a state-
ment that the sanctions vio-
lations would jeopardize US
security.

If convicted, each of the
men could be sentenced to up
to 25 years in federal prison
and fined up to 1.25 million.

It was unclear from fed-
eral records where the 5 were
being detained or if they
had attorneys to speak for
them.
