He
figured Djokovic definitely will
be back out there Sunday to
continue his pursuit of a ninth
championship at Melbourne
Park and 18th Grand Slam title
overall.

"Ifhe can play like he played
in the fifth, I don't see why he
wouldn't play," Fritz said. "He'll
beat pretty much anyone."

The No. 1-ranked Djokovic
seemed to be cruising along
with a two-set lead Friday night
when his left foot gave out from
under him as he tried to change
directions and he slipped awk-
wardly on the white "MEL-
BOURNE" lettering at the back
of the blue court.

He took a medical time-
out for treatment on his side
and later was helped more by a
trainer. Fritz got back into the
match, before Djokovic even-
tually won 7-6 (1), 6-4, 3-6,
4-6, 6-2.

When it ended, Djokovic
puffed his chest, held his arms
out wide and bellowed, his voice
echoing through an empty and
otherwise silent Rod Laver
Arena. The match began with

Auger-Aliassime vs. Aslan Kar-
atsev; a Russian qualifier who is
ranked 114th and making his
Grand Slam debut.
