20 million, doubling in 45 days

It took six months or so to get to 10 mn cases after the virus first appeared in China

MITO (Japan): The number of
confirmed Coronavirus cases
worldwide topped 20 million on
Tuesday, more than half of them
from the US, India and Brazil.
Health officials believe the
actual number is much higher
than that tally kept by Johns
Hopkins University, given test-
ing limitations and the fact that
as many as 40% of those who
are infected have no symptoms.
It took six months or so to
get to 10 million cases after the

which has more than 5 million
cases, the average has decreased
since July 22, but remains high
at 53,813 new cases a day.

In the 45 days it took global
reported infections to double
to 20 million, the number of
reported virus deaths climbed to
736,191 from 499,506, accord-
ing to the count kept by Johns
Hopkins University. That's
236,685 new deaths, an aver-
age of more than 5,200 a day.

About one-fifth of reported
deaths, or more than 163,000,

New York's true nursing home
death toll cloaked in secrecy

NEW YORK: Riverdale Nurs-
ing Home in the Bronx appears,
on paper, to have escaped the
worst of the Coronavirus pan-
demic, with an official state
count of just four deaths in
its 146-bed facility. The truth,
according to the home, is far

worse: 21 dead, most trans-
ported to hospitals before they
succumbed. It was a cascad-
ing effect, administrator Emil
Fuzayov recalled. One after the
other. New York's Coronavirus
death toll in nursing homes,
already among the highest in

the nation, could actually be a
significant undercount. Unlike
every other state with major out-
breaks, New York only counts
residents who died on nursing
home property and not those
who were transported to hos-
pitals and died there.

In New Zealand after 102 days

WELLINGTON: New Zealand
Prime Minister Jacinda Ard-
ern on Tuesday said authori-
ties have found four cases of the
Coronavirus in one Auckland
household from an unknown
source, the first reported cases
of local transmission in the
country in 102 days.

Ardern said Auckland, the
nation's largest city, will be
moved to Alert Level 3 from
midday Wednesday through
midnight Friday, meaning that
people will be asked to stay at
home, while bars and many
other businesses will be closed.

These three days will give
us time to assess the situation,
gather information, make sure
we have widespread contact
tracing so we can find out more
about how this case arose and
make decisions about how to
respond to it once we have fur-
ther information, Ardern said
at a hastily called news confer-
ence late Tuesday.

I know that this informa-
tion will be very difficult to
receive, Ardern said. We had
all hoped not to find ourselves
in this position again. But we
had also prepared for it. And
as a team, we have also been
here before.

She said that traveling into
Auckland will be banned unless
people live there and are travel-

She said the rest of the
country will be raised to Level
2 through Friday, meaning that
mass gatherings will be limited
to 100 attendees and people
would need to socially distance
themselves from each other.

Director-General of Health
Ashley Bloomfield said the
infections were confirmed after
a person in their 50s went to
their doctor on Monday with
symptoms and was swabbed
twice, testing positive both
times. Six other people in the
person's household were then
tested, with three more posi-
tive results.

11 members of
family die in
Panama flooding

PANAMA CITY: Panamanian
officials travelled Monday to a
remote riverside community
where floodwaters over the
weekend drowned 11 mem-
bers of a family, nine of them
children.

The victims were among
17 family members whose
thatch-roofed, elevated home
gave way to the swollen waters
of the Bejuco River in central
Panama.

Carlos Rumbo, director of
the National Protection Sys-
tem, said the children were
between the ages of 4 and 12
years old.

Two women, one of them
pregnant, also drowned. The
last victim was recovered late
Sunday.

The family had climbed
atop the structure, but the
wood frame collapsed, tossing
them all back into the water.

They lived in the Calove-
bora community in Veraguas
province. President Lauren-
tino Cortizo said in a statement
that he regretted the deaths and
promised to send assistance to
family.

Trump wants to
host G-7 Russia
after election

WASHINGTON DC: President
Donald Trump said Monday
that he wants to host the Group
of Seven leading industrialised
nations after the November
presidential election and still
wants to invite Russia, which
was kicked out of the G-7 after
it annexed Crimea.

I'm much more inclined to
do it sometime after the election,
Trump told reporters at a White
House briefing, adding that due
to the Coronavirus pandemic,
the meeting could be held in
person or via teleconference.

He said he told his staff on
Sunday that he'd rather have
the summit after the election.

He said that would give
everyone more time to think
about the important meeting.

In June, the European Union
joined a growing chorus of G-7
members insisting that Russia
must not be allowed back into
the fold.

Trump, as host of this year's
summit, is in charge of the guest
list and has said he plans to
invite Russia, Australia, South
Korea and India.

The G-7 members are Can-
ada, France, Germany, Italy,
Japan, the United Kingdom and
the United States. The EU, com-
prising 27 nations, also takes
partin the meeting.
