'The 750 billion-euro aid plan is a blend of debt mutualisation, grants and loans

BRUSSELS: As they brace for
the worst economic down-
turn since the Great Depres-
sion, leaders of the European
Union's 27 member states are
to discuss the bloc's future
long-term budget and a multi-
billion-euro post-Coronavirus
recovery plan during a video
summit Friday that is aimed at
paving the way for a compro-
mise later this summer.

Friday's Council meeting
is just the first step in intense
discussions that could cul-
minate with a deal in July if
member states overcome their
differences.

According to several EU
officials and diplomats who
spoke in the buildup to the
meeting, the goal of this vir-
tual reunion is very limited
and a common declaration of

conference format, at the European Council in Brussels, Friday

good will would already be

seen as success.

The 750 billion-euro (USD
825 billion) rescue fund pro-
posed by the EU's executive
arm to help member states'
economies cushion the impact
of the Coronavirus is far from
being unanimously welcomed.

The aid plan is a blend of
debt mutualisation, grants and
loans. It has failed to gain the
approval of a group of coun-
tries known as the Frugal Four
the Netherlands, Denmark,
Austria and Sweden. They

oppose issuing too much com-
mon debt to support the hard-
est-hit countries and argue
that the money should mainly
be handed out in loans instead
of grants.

Another divisive topic
relates to how the money will
be allocated. The Commission
proposed to work it out based
on criteria including the size
of population, gross domes-
tic product per capita and
unemployment.

One top European dip-

lomat said on the eve of the
meeting that the range is too
limited and should be adapted
to take into account the real
damage of the Coronavirus.
Under the commission's
plans, the recovery fund
should be incorporated in the
2021-2027 EU budget.
Two-thirds of the fund a
half-trillion euros would take
the form of grants. The plan
is backed by France and Ger-
many, the bloc's two most
powerful countries. With their

allies, they need to convince
the countries opposed to debt
mutualisation or increases in
the EU budget that grants will
benefit the whole bloc.

This is an historic occasion,
said one diplomat, speaking
on condition of anonymity.
With an agreement, we would
achieve things in common
that would be quite consider-
able. This business of borrow-
ing over decades is a strong
responsibility that we are tak-
ing on together.

To fund the plan, the Com-
mission proposed borrowing
money on financial markets.
The European Commission
has a triple A credit rating,
which would give it favour-
able loan terms. Repayments
would not begin before 2028,
with the full amount due after
30 years.

To facilitate the reimburse-
ment, several member states
are expected to push for the
rapid development of new EU
funding sources that could
take the form of taxes on car-
bon or single-use plastic.

Such revenues would make
the EU budget less dependent
on national contributions
from member states, which
are reluctant to pay more.

The last time they discussed
their budget for the 2021-
2027 period, the 27 member
states could not find a com-
promise after 28 hours of dis-
cussions. Taking into account
the Coronavirus crisis, Euro-
pean Commission president
Ursula von der Leyen is now
proposing a revised long-term
budget of 1.1 trillion euros
that would represent around
1.1% of European GDP after
the U.XK.'s departure, cou-
pled with the temporary rein-
forcement of the 750 billion
euros set aside to combat
the virus.

Global emergency aid

delivery could end
ext month, warns UN

JOHANNESBURG: A global
emergency delivery service that
has kept tons of humanitarian
aid flowing despite Corona-
virus travel restrictions could
shut down next month if fund-
ing can't be found to keep it
running, the World Food Pro-
gram warned Friday.

The shortfall comes just
as demand for this service is
reaching its peak, WEP said.

Of the USD 965 million to
keep the service going through
the end of the year, USD 178
million has been confirmed.

While nations that are
traditionally the world's top
humanitarian donors were dis-
tracted by the growing pan-
demic earlier this year, the
WED, the United Nations' logis-
tics leader, heaved the emer-
gency operation into place with
unprecedented reach.

The emergency deliv-
ery effort involves almost 120
countries, Amer Daoudi, WFP
senior director of operations,
told The Associated Press in
April.

Travel bans imposed by
national governments closed
borders and airports around
the world, badly wrenching
supply chains and stranding
humanitarian workers and
supplies.

The emergency delivery
service has been key in ship-
ping tons of aid for the pan-
demic and other crises like HIV

and cholera that need drugs
and vaccines to keep flowing.
The UN. and various health
entities have openly worried
about dangerous delays in
many countries' vaccination
campaigns, saying the lives of
up to 80 million children under
the age of 1 could be at risk.
So far, the World Food Pro-
gram emergency service has
completed 375 cargo and pas-
senger flights, delivering more
than 2,500 aid workers with
enough cargo to fill 120 jumbo
jets waiting to be transported in
coming weeks, the WFP said.
I've never been involved in
anything like this before. I don't
think any of us have, Stephen
Cahill, WEP's director of logis-
tics, told the AP in April.
We're seeing countries tak-
ing measures we think aren't
always rational. When you start
closing borders, we start to get
very nervous. He spoke on
April 16, when the world had
more than 2.1 million Coro-
navirus cases.

Germany, France,
UK press Iran to
provide atomic

site access

BERLIN: The board of the
United Nations' atomic watch-
dog agency on Friday adopted
a resolution calling for Iran to
provide inspectors access to sites
where the country is thought to
have stored or used undeclared
nuclear material, the Russian
representative said.

Mikhail Ulyanov, Russia's
ambassador to international
organizations in Vienna, said
on Twitter that his country and
China had voted against the res-
olution, proposed at the Inter-
national Atomic Energy Agency
meeting by Germany, France
and Britain. We believe that the
resolution can be counterpro-
ductive, he said, at the same time
stressing the need for Tehran
and IAEA to settle this prob-
lem without delay.

Earlier this week, JAEA
Director General Mariano
Grossi reiterated concerns that
for more than four months Iran
had denied his inspectors access
to two locations " to clarify our
questions related to possible
undeclared nuclear material
and nuclear-related activities.

Activities at the sites are
thought to have been from the
early 2000s, before Iran signed
the 2015 nuclear deal with
world powers. Iran maintains
the IAEA has no legal basis to
inspect them. The IAEA has said
that Iran continues to provide
access to sites covered by the
nuclear deal, known as the Joint
Comprehensive Plan of Action,
or JCPOA.

WASHINGTON DC: Nurs-
ing home residents account for
nearly one in 10 of all the Coro-
navirus cases in the United
States and more than a quar-
ter of the deaths, according to
an Associated Press analysis
of government data released
Thursday.

As federal data collection
becomes more robust, a clearer
picture is emerging of the rav-
ages of COVID-19 in nursing
homes. About 1.4 million older
and medically frail people live
in such facilities, a tiny share of
the American population that
has borne a crushing burden
from the pandemic.

However, there was
not much rush of people as the
shoppers made a cautious return
to the shops, the Channel News
Asia reported.

Playgrounds and beaches
also reopened, while libraries,
museums, barbecue pits and
camping sites will remain closed
at the start of Phase IT and pro-
gressively open later.

Singapore's circuit breaker
-- a period with enhanced safe
distancing measures to stem the
spread of COVID-19 -- formally
ended on June 1 and the coun-
try is gradually restarting its
economy in three phases over
the next several months.

Under Phase I of reopening,
businesses that operate in set-
tings with lower transmission
risks were allowed to resume
with safe distancing guidelines.

On Monday, the Govern-
ment announced that it had
assessed the COVID-19 situa-
tion and found that community
infection rates had remained
stable despite more people
returning to the workplace dur-
