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‘300 free electricity units in

Punjab if AAP wins polls’

CHANDIGARH: AAP leader
and Delhi Chief Minister
Arvind Kejriwal promised
free electricity to every Pun-
jab household that consumes
up to 300 units of power if his
party forms government in
the state next year. The Aam
Aadmi Party (AAP) leader did
not clarify whether 300 units
of free electricity will be given
per month as Punjab has a two-
month billing cycle.

In Delhi, the AAP govern-
ment provides 200 units of free
power per month.

Kejriwal, however, said if
any household gets an electric-
ity bill of 301 units, then the
consumer will have to pay for
the entire consumption.

Unveiling a slew of sops
ahead of the state Assembly
polls early next year, Kejriwal
told reporters here, "The AAP
government in Punjab will pro-
vide up to 300 units of free elec-
tricity to each family." He said if
voted to power, his party gov-
ernment will also waive arrears
of domestic consumers.

There are many people in
villages who got "wrong" bills
and their power connections
were cut because of the non-

payment and such people
resorted to stealing power.

"They are living in fear. We
will give them respectable lives.
Therefore, their old domestic
bills will be waived. Arrears and
pending bills will be waived,"
he said. In another announce-
ment, Kejriwal said if voted
to power, AAP will provide
24-hour power supply on the
lines of Delhi.

Dubbing pre-poll prom-
ises as "Kejriwal's guarantee”,
he said despite a surplus power
production in the state, long
power cuts are imposed and
people do not get electricity

for farming. "It is a Kejriwal
guarantee and these are not
Captain's (Amarinder Singh)
promises,” he said.

Kejriwal said power in Pun-
jab is the "costliest" in the coun-
try despite the state being an
electricity producer. "We do
not produce power in Delhi.
We buy it from other states and
despite that we have power in
the national capital almost at
the cheapest rates," he said.

Kejriwal alleged collusion
between the power companies
and those who are at the helm
in the government. "Because
of this collusion, the power is
costly in Punjab,"he alleged.

"We have to eliminate this
collusion. If this collusion is
eliminated and we set the
power companies right, then
power can be cheaper in Pun-
jab the same way it is in Delhi,"
he stated. The promises will be
implemented at the first stroke
of a pen, the Delhi CM said.

He, however, said it would
take three to four years for
implementing the promise of
giving 24-hour power sup-
ply while pointing out that it
took him more than two years
to ensure it in Delhi as he got
power transmission lines and
transformers changed.

NIA takes over probe in

NEW DELHI/JAMMU: The
National Investigation Agency
(NIA) on Tuesday took over
the charge of investigation
into the recent drone attack
on the Indian Force station
located at the Jammu airport,
an official said. The decision to
hand over the probe into the
first-of-its-kind terror attack
at the Indian Air Force station
in the early hours of Sunday
was taken by the Ministry of
Home Affairs. In pursuance of
the Home Ministry order, the
NIA said it has re-registered
the case of Police Station Sat-
wari dated June 27.

The case was registered at
the NIA Jammu under vari-
ous sections of the Explosive
Substances Act, the Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) Act,
and sections 307 (attempt to

murder), 120B (criminal con-
spiracy) of the Indian Penal
Code, an agency spokesper-
son said.

Sections 3 and 4 of the
Explosive Substances Act
(causing explosion likely to
endanger life or property/
attempt to cause explosion, or
for making or keeping explo-
sives with intent to endan-
ger life or property) have also
been included. The spokes-
person said the case relates
to an explosion that occurred
inside the premises of the Air
Force Station, Satwari campus,
Jammu and a subsequent blast,
after about six minutes, car-
ried out by drones in a well-
planned conspiracy that led
to the injury to two Air Force
personnel and damaged the
office buildings.

Niti Aayog moots 100% I-T exemption
for donations to not-for-profit hospitals

NEW DELHI: After some
years of its suggestion to
revamp district healthcare
centres on a public-private
partnership model, the gov-
ernment’s think tank Niti
Aayog has mooted 100 per
cent income tax exemption
for donations and provi-
sion of working capital loans
with lower interest rates for
not-for-profit hospitals to
strengthen healthcare services
in the country.

In a report titled ‘Not-

for involving high perform-
ing hospitals in public-private
partnership (PPP) models for
managing primary health care
(PHCs), operations of gov-
ernment facilities and PSU
hospitals.

“Income-tax exemption
could be increased from the
current 50 per cent exemption
to 100 per cent exemption
for philanthropy toward the
identified not-for-profit hos-
pitals. This could be a catalyst
in channelising the much-

According to the report,
the government can consider
the provision of working capi-
tal loans with lower interest
rates, which would be more
financially viable for not-for-
profit hospitals and would
assist in adequate cash flows
during times of need.

The report also pointed
out that most of the not-for-
profit hospitals reported long-
pending reimbursements for
the treatment of government
scheme beneficiaries, which

timely release of these funds
can be a substantial boost to
their working capital for oper-
ations,” it said. Noting that
the not-for-profit hospitals
currently account for only a
miniscule share of hospitali-
sation cases, the report said
that public hospitals that offer
healthcare at negligible cost
are overstretched.

Jewar airport:
YEIDA allocates
RS 540 crore

RAHUL SINGH

NOIDA: Aiming to boost the progress of
international airport at Jewar, the Yamuna
Expressway Industrial Development Author-
ity (YEIDA), has allocated funds worth Rs 540
crore for the airport project which will be spent
on land acquisition and other development
works. The decision was taken in authority’s
70th board meeting where a budget of Rs 4,123
crore was approved, which is by far the biggest
budget approved by the authority.

While addressing media, Arvind Kumar,
chairman of YEIDA, said that the Jewar airport
project has been taken up on priority while the
rehabilitation process is underway at villages
such as Nagla Phoolkan, Dayanatpur Khera,
Nagla Ganeshi, Kishorpur and Rohi.

“Out of the total 3, 000 families that have
to be relocated due to the airport project, 1855
families have already started the construction
work at land allotted to them for construction
of house. Around six hundred families in vil-
lage Rohi are facing some inconvenience but we
are in constant touch with them and providing
all possible support,” said Kumar.

As per a senior YEIDA officer, a total of
42 proposals were tabled before the author-
ity board. A multimodal connectivity plan has
also been sought by the board for which Rs 300
crore has been set aside.

“The meeting was also focused to discuss
development of two key projects - Film city and
Heritage city for which the board has directed
contractual firm to prepare Detailed Feasibil-
ity Report (DPR) for Heritage city and submit
within next 15 days while the DPR for film film
city has been approved and sent to government
for further consideration,” said Arun Vir Singh,
CEO, YEIDA.

PATNA: Eleven people were killed while six
were injured in various parts of Bihar upon being
struck by lightning on Tuesday, the disaster man-
agement department said.

According to the department, West Champaran
and East Champaran districts accounted for three
deaths each followed by Patna (two) and Nalanda,
Madhepura and Aurangabad (one each). Besides,
four people were seriously injured in East Cham-
paran and another two in Patna districts.

According to the department, the state has
received 339 mm of rainfall since the onset of
monsoons, which is 139 per cent above normal.
This has led to floods in at least four districts of
north Bihar West Champaran, East Champaran,

Gopalganj and Saran where nearly 80,000 people
in 65 villages have been affected. AGENCIES
